May we all give thanks in the name of our Lord Jesus
to God the Father!

“Wisdom has built her house.” We hear in the 1st
Reading. One could say that the Catholic Church is
that house! The seven columns are the seven
Sacraments. “Let whoever lacks understanding turn in
here.” The Church, especially in the Catechism of the
Catholic Church helps us to grow in true wisdom, of
God. (Have you ever noticed that the world’s wisdom
never seems to bring peace?) Have you read the
Catechism? Why not? Ignorance is not bliss, it is just
mentally being asleep, and now is the time to wake
up! The United States Catholic Catechism for Adults is a
great resource too and probably easier to read.

We receive Holy Communion in this house of wisdom,
the communion that is the real Body and Blood of
Christ. Why so many people have a problem with Jesus
coming to us in the Eucharist is hard to believe. God has
no limits to His power, if He wants to come to us in the
Eucharist, who are we to say He can’t? God wants to
feed us with food from heaven. May we always prepare
ourselves to receive this heavenly food by living lives
free from sin! Jesus doesn’t want to live into a dirty soul!

In talking about the Bread of Life, the Eucharist, Jesus
was not talking about a symbol. In the Gospel, Jesus
uses very vulgar Greek words to say “eat” and “drink”
words such as “gnaw” and “slurp.” Not the kind of words
you would use for a symbol, but the kind of words to talk
about the real thing. The Holy Eucharist is “the real
thing,” in fact more real than anything else in our
lives. How we regard and treat the Eucharist is how we
regard and treat Jesus Himself.

16 Interesting facts about Junipero Serra (Cont’d)

Did You Know?

11.That Spanish Military Governor Fernando Rivera
insisted that the Native Americans who killed Fray Luis
Jayme and two other Spaniards at Mission San Diego in
1775 be severely punished before rebuilding the mission?
Serra consistently begged for lenient treatment of the
Indians who led the rebellion and killed Fray Jayme. And
he wrote directly to the Viceroy with the personal request,
“if the Indians were to kill me, whether they be gentiles or
Christians, they should be forgiven.” “Great was our joy
when we obtained a general amnesty.... because of our
love of God, we set them free, so that they might [having
repented] lead better lives,” said Serra.

12.That corporal punishment, though unfortunate and
reprehensible, was commonplace in the 18th century? It
was meted out by Spanish civil authorities and some
missionaries in the missions for theft, concubinage, and
absence without leave. Though whippings were done as
penance and not to be done in anger, Serra decried
excesses. This practice was abolished by 1813.

REFLEXIONEMOS SOBRE LA PALABRA DE DIOS

Cuando era nifio a menudo me mandaban a la panaderia Kauder en la esquina de Preston y Ensor en Baltimore.
No existia la gran variedad de panes que tenemos hoy, pero ya hubiera sido pan blanco, pan de centeno o pan de
Viena, el olor del pan recién horneado y sobre todo la corteza crujiente son cosas que recuerdo vivamente aun
después de mas de sesenta anos.

La panaderia Kauder me vino a la mente después de leer el Evangelio de hoy. Los biblistas sefialan que la gente
se habrian escandalizado de las palabras de Jesus: “Si no comen la carne del Hijo del hombre y no beben su san-
gre, no tendran vida en ustedes” (Juan 6:53). La palabra “comer” indica una accién bien fisica, que también equiva-
le a masticar y saborear. Las palabras “comer” mi carne, debié haberles sonado repulsivas. jlgual que una invi-
tacion al canibalismo! Lo mismo con “beber” mi sangre. La ley judia era clarisima en cuanto a que la sangre debia
permanecer en el animal que se habia sacrificado para comer. La sangre era considerada como “elemento vital” de
la vida y la vida le pertenece solo a Dios.

Pero ahi esta precisamente el foco de la cuestion. Detras de este “signo” esta el plan maravilloso y dador de vida
de Dios, esto es, llevarnos a una comunioén intima cuando compartimos ni mas ni menos que la vida de la Palabra
hecha carne, Jesucristo. No nos embriagaremos con el vino de este mundo, sino con la bebida divina de la vida
eterna. No es el mana mundano lo que sirve de mediador para un encuentro con el Sefior de nuestra salvacion.
Esto es en efecto la casa de la Sabiduria donde comemos tanto el pan de la Palabra de Dios como el pan que es el
Cordero de Dios.

11.¢Sabias que el Gobernador militar espafiol Fernando Rivera insistié que los Nativos Americanos que mataron a
Fray Luis Jayme y a otros dos espafioles en la misién de San Diego en 1775 fueran castigados antes de
reconstruir la mision? Padre Serra pidié un trato tolerante en el tratamiento de los indios quienes dirigieron la
rebelién y mataron a Fray Jayme. Y escribio directamente al Virrey con personal solicitud “si los indios me mataran,
bien sean gentiles o Cristianos, deberan ser perdonados”. "Grande fue nuestra alegria cuando obtuvimos una
amnistia general...por nuestro amor a Dios, los liberamos, para que pudieran [habiéndose arrepentido] llevar una
vida mejor", dijo Serra.

12. ;Sabias que el castigo corporal, aunque desafortunado y reprensible, era algo comun en el siglo XVIII? Fue
impuesto por las autoridades civiles de Espafa y algunos de los misioneros en las misiones por robo, concubinato
y ausencia sin permiso. Aunque los azotes se realizaron como penitencia y sin hacerlo con enojo, Serra denuncio
los excesos. Esta practica fue abolida en 1813.
