Fourth Sunday of Lent
March 6, 2016

Whoever is in Christ is a new creation: the old things have passed
away; behold, new things have come.

— 2 Corinthians 5:17
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Today’s parable in the Gospel is one of the best
known of all the stories of Jesus. It talks about divine
mercy and the desire to return to the Father. Those
who realize they are sinners hunger to return to the
Father. The older brother represents the Pharisees and
scribes and others who would only complain and
criticize. They looked down on sinners. They thought
they could earn salvation be keeping the rules. The sad
thing is that they were and are farther from God than
the sinners. They have no love, only judgment. How do
we look at those we call sinners? How does God look
at them? Are we too narrow minded and so blinded by
our own perceptions that we reject God’s goodness
and mercy? Today we ask God to heal our blindness
and lead us back to be able to receive and give the
mercy of God.

This parable of the Prodigal son is one of the most
well-known parables. It has so many levels, of pride, of
sin, of repentance, of forgiveness and of love. That
should also summarize our Lent. Do we recognize the
areas of pride, of sin, of the need of repentance, of the
need to forgive and ask for forgiveness; are we free
enough to love as Jesus loves us? A very powerful
parable.

St. Paul reminds us that we are a new creation, not a
patched up version of the old one. Have we allowed
ourselves to be made anew by the Holy Spirit? The
elect (those adults who will be baptized at Easter) are
allowing themselves to be open to becoming new
creations by the Spirit and Water. They are undergoing
the Scrutinies in the light of the Word of God, so that
they can see what they need to turn from in order to
turn to Jesus. Do we see God’s light of truth shining on
those areas in our lives that we need to change or let
go of so we can be true disciples of Jesus? Lent is the
time to more completely turn to Jesus, so that we can

g Reflections by Fr. Carlos

In today's Gospel we find the parable of the Prodigal

Son. Many times we may think that the hero of this
passage is the Youngest child by his repentance, but in
reality the true star is the merciful Father.
God's mercy here means that God loves us not for what
we do, whether good or bad, but what we are: children of
God. That kind of love is manifested in the Father of this
parable. In the children of this parable we can see
ourselves . The older brother represents the perfectionist
who wants with his merits to win the love of his father.
The Father shows him that for him it does not matter. He
loves him because he's his Child and nothing else. The
younger son represents the thoughtless that wastes all
the gifts God gives. His repentance is rather selfish but
the Father does not care about that. What matters is that
he has recovered his son even if is not a perfect
repentance.

In this year of mercy, God the Father awaits us. He
awaits us to heal the wounds of our soul. Pope Francisco
in his new book tells us that the best way to experience
this year of mercy is through confession. In confession we
receive the comforting embrace of the Father just like the
youngest son in the parable. God is always looking for us
with love. God bless your week.
