Some 
people may not agree with this, but I have found 
time and time again that I get more respect from 
teens this way. Because of this, they are more open 
during the program, and therefore want to become 
part of our team when they are done because they 
feel wanted. Our program is not about who is better, 
or who has a higher status, we are all Christians 
trying to get through this thing called life. We are on 
the same journey together, we want someone to 
help us on this journey, we want to know that we 
are never alone. This is why we have such a huge 
core team of 37 strong and still growing! We are a 
family of sinners, a family of believers, a family of 
dorks, we are family period. To grow as a church we 
need to be a family working together, not better or 
worse than one another, but as equals. We may be 
in different places in our faith journey but that 
doesn’t make us different. I treat teens as equals, 
and that’s why they stick around, because they feel 
welcomed.
