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FAITH SHARING… 
Reflec ng on God’s Word 

 

   In the Middle Ages, when science seemed to be 
stepsister to the arts, people thought that phlogiston 
was what made something burnable. The more 
phlogiston, the more readily flammable was the way 
they understood physics’ inner workings. It explained 
why rocks did not burn and why straw readily did.  
   Though phlogiston has long been shelved, its theory 
is not so far removed from how the Spirit of God burns 
in our lives, nor is it far from the gifts that God’s Spirit 
sets aflame in us. If some effort of ours glows with light 
and heat, it may be a sign of much Spirit, sort of like 
phlogiston. On the other hand, if in our effort to shine 
there’s not even a spark, it’s quite likely that that is not 
where the Spirit has settled into us. It might be better to 
pay attention then to some other aspect of life. 
   The struggle is to make sure that our imagined 
passion and where the Spirit of God wants us to be are 
one and the same so that the former does not cause us 
to stray from the latter. How does anyone know if they 
are where they should be? St. Paul says that the Spirit 
gives each of us our own dose of divine giftedness, our 
own spark with which to shine, but it’s not given to us for 
our own glory or fun or feel-good self-image but for the 
good of others, for the community, for building up life. 
John’s Gospel suggests one other such test—whether 
or not we’re at peace. That, too, is the Spirit’s gift.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ; 
   I want to share with you the first two steps of the “lectio 
divina” acording to the article of Fr. Martin James SJ.  
   “1. Reading: What does the text say? First, you       
read the text. At the most basic level, you ask: What       
is going on in this Bible passage? Sometimes a Bible 
commentary is helpful to enable you to better understand 
the context. 
   With our passage from Luke, you might remember that 
Jesus is in the temple at Nazareth, reading from the 
Hebrew Scriptures. Here, at the beginning of his public 
ministry, Jesus reveals to the people in his hometown 
both his identity and his mission. How shocking it must 
have been for them to hear a "local boy" comment on a 
reading from the prophet Isaiah by saying, "Today this 
scripture passage is fulfilled in your hearing." In other 
words, I am the fulfillment of Scripture!  
   After initially finding Jesus pleasant to listen to, the 
townspeople turn on him and almost kill him. Somehow, 
he slips through their midst. No wonder this passage is 
sometimes called "the rejection at Nazareth."  
   2. Meditation: What is God saying to me through the 
text? At this point, you ask whether there is something 
that God might want to reveal to you through this 
passage. Often, it might connect with something in your 
life.  
   For example, are there situations or places where you 
feel called to be prophetic, even in the face of rejection? 
In the gospel story, Jesus probably knew that his 
message would be controversial, and yet he proclaimed 
it anyway. Is there something in your life that calls for 
such a courageous stance? Perhaps this is what God 
wants to communicate to you.”

Reflexiones del Padre Carlos   
Queridos hermanos y hermanas en el Señor: 
   En esta semana quiero presentarles los dos primeros pasos de la Lecio Divina tomando como base un artículo del P. 
James Martin SJ.  
   “Paso 1. Leer: ¿Qué dice el texto? En primer lugar, se lee el texto. Al nivel más básico, uno se pregunta: ¿Qué 
sucede en este pasaje del Evangelio? A veces, conviene usar un comentario bíblico o leer la explicación de la propia 
Biblia para entender mejor el contexto.  
   En este pasaje recordamos que Jesús está en la sinagoga de Nazaret, y que lee las Escrituras hebreas. Aquí, al 
principio de su ministerio público, el Señor revela tanto su identidad como su misión a los pobladores de su ciudad. 
¡Qué impresionante debe haber sido para ellos escuchar que “un joven del pueblo” comenta una lectura del profeta 
Isaías, que luego dice: “Hoy mismo se ha cumplido la Escritura que ustedes acaban de oír.” En otras palabras ¡Yo soy 
el cumplimiento de la Escritura!  
   Al principio, seguramente la gente pensaba que era agradable escuchar la lectura que hacía Jesús, pero luego se 
vuelven contra Él y casi lo matan. De alguna manera, el Señor pasa en medio de ellos y se va. No es de extrañar, 
pues, que a este pasaje lo llamen “el rechazo en Nazaret.”  
   Paso 2. Meditar: ¿Qué me dice Dios a mí en este texto? En este punto, uno ve si hay algo que Dios quiere darle a 
conocer en este pasaje. Casi siempre uno puede relacionarlo con algún suceso o experiencia de su vida.  
   Por ejemplo, ¿ha habido situaciones o lugares en los que uno se ha sentido llamado a hablar “en nombre de Dios”, 
incluso aunque alguien lo rechace? En el pasaje del Evangelio, Jesús seguramente sabía que su mensaje sería 
polémico, pero así y todo lo proclamó. ¿Hay algo en tu vida que te pide adoptar una postura muy firme e incluso 
arriesgada? Quizás algo como esto es lo que Dios quiere comunicarte.”
