A LITTLE SPIRITUAL EXERCISE
FOR THE NEW YEAR

As we begin a new year, happy 2017 to you & your whole
family. Surely all of us have in our hearts the sincere desire to
be better in some aspect of our lives at this time. We may have
made a list of things we want to work on and possibly do this
year-by-year. Many of us could spend the beginning of the year
with great enthusiasm but over time the resolutions can be left in
the drawer of oblivion. What can we do to make this year
different? St. Ignatius of Loyola invites us to see "God in all
things". This refers to all the events of our life, in which we like &
don’t like and in moments of monotony & novelty. At all times,
God acts in our lives. | want to share with you some points that
could help us to do this and in that way make good resolutions
of change in life.

1. Know how to make moments of pause in our lives. To
several characters in Sacred Scripture, God made them
change or stop their activity before giving them any special
mission or grace. We have the case of Moses and of St.
Paul whom he took to the desert to meet God and himself.
The excess of activity often does not allow us to
contemplate life with greater depth and that is why
sometimes our resolutions or commitments do not have the
depth and seriousness that we would like. A priest friend of
mine would say: "The haste and the constant novelty are
enemies of the spiritual life" (Fr. German Arana, SJ). This
leads me to asking myself the following questions: Do |
have scheduled annual holidays? Do | have scheduled
retreat times? Do | have scheduled screening times during
my day or week?

2. See in particular the good things & those that do not
work in my life. San Ignacio de Loyola warns us about the
danger of exaggerated and unfounded "generalizations".
They can make us sink into our lives. Some of them could
be: "l am a bad person" "l am not a good Father, Mother or
Son". "l can never get out of this." The questions that would
be worth asking are: What makes me specifically a "bad"
person? Are all the things | do in my life bad? Of course not!
The problem is that we do not stop to see what we have
done well and in what we have been wrong or we only see
a "face of the coin". This is only because we see the good
or the bad but we do not see life as the combination of love.
If we know in particular what is good, that sometimes we
are not able to pay special attention, we see with more
realism and Christian hope the bad. "It is God who infuses
good feeling and works to fulfill his will" (Philippians 2:13)

¢ Tengo programados momentos de vacaciones anuales?
¢ Tengo programados momentos de retiro espiritual?
¢Tengo programados momentos de examen de
conciencia durante mi dia o semana?

2. Ver en concreto las cosas buenas y las que no

funcionan en mi vida. San Ignacio de Loyala nos
advierte sobre el peligro de las “generalizaciones”
exageradas y sin fundamento. Ellas nos pueden hundir
en nuestra vida. Algunas de ellas podrian ser: “soy una
mala persona” “No soy un buen Padre, Madre o Hijo(a)”.
“Nunca podré salir de esto”. Las preguntas que valdria la
pena hacerse son: ;Qué me hace en concreto ser una
“mala” persona”? ;Todas las cosas que hago en mi vida
son malas? Por supuesto que no. El problema esta en
que no nos detenemos para ver lo que hemos hecho bien
y en lo que nos hemos equivocado o sélo vemos una
